On November 10, 2008, DHL Express announced it would be leaving the U.S. domestic air and ground
shipping market. This restructuring announcement could affect the future of the Wilmington Air Park,
located in Wilmington, Ohio, and is owned by DHL Express.

On behalf of the Economic Development Task Force that is leading efforts to retain existing businesses and
redevelop the site for additional job creation opportunities, we submit for your consideration this Request
for Information (RFI) for redevelopment of the Wilmington Air Park. Specifically, we are seeking
opportunities for redevelopment and reuse options, targeted to revenue-generating job creation and
retention and economic diversification, which may include the active marketing and management of the
Wilmington Air Park should a restructuring take place as a result of any of DHL's business decisions.

The Wilmington Air Park is an approximately 2,200-acre site and the largest privately owned airport in the
United States. Currently, 9,738 individuals are employed directly at the air park, with an annual payroll in
excess of $257 million. The City of Wilmington and Clinton County are located at the heart of one of Ohio’s
key development triangles — less than 30 miles from Dayton and Cincinnati and less than 50 miles from
Columbus.

The Economic Development Task Force is built on an extensive bipartisan partnership, including Governor
Strickland, U.S. Senators George Voinovich and Sherrod Brown, our entire Congressional Delegation
including U.S. Congressmen Michael Turner, David Hobson and Zach Space, leaders of the Ohio General
Assembly, the City of Wilmington, Clinton County, local businesses and representative unions. The Task
Force welcomes your input on this critically important asset for the region and state. The Wilmington Air
Park is one of Ohio’s largest single employers and the largest employer in seven Southwest Ohio counties.

Thank you again for your consideration and response. We are hopeful that your commitment and
participation in the active redevelopment of the Wilmington Air Park will open new and innovative job
creation opportunities for the growing Southwest Ohio region.
