PURPOSE AND GUIDELINES FOR VARIANCES

Variances approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA) must satisfy all of the following basic conditions:

1. Not be contrary to the public interest or to the intent and purpose of the Zoning Resolution.
2. Not permit the establishment within a district of any use of land, building or structure which is not permitted

by right within that district.

3. Not increase the density requirements in the zoning district in question or alter dimensional requirements
pertaining to such items as structures, parking spaces, driveway aisles, and landscape buffers.

4. Not cause a substantial adverse effect upon property values in the immediate vicinity or in the district in which
the property of the applicant is located.

5. Not one where the specific conditions relating to the property are so general or recurrent in nature as to make
the formulation of a general regulation for such conditions reasonably practical.

6. Relate only to property that is owned by the applicant.
Not be the result of a condition created by the applicant.
8. Shall be assessed for the possible precedents or affects, which might result from the approval or denial of the
