RULES:

e Posters must be 8 %2 x 11 inches.
(Hint: Landscape layout looks better in the calendar.)

e Posters should be designed 2-dimensionally (examples: crayons, colored pencils, markers, or
paints). Three-dimensional artwork will not qualify.

e Posters can either be photographed or scanned in either a PDF or JPEG format. Remember, it is
the PHOTO or SCAN of the artwork that is being submitted—not the original artwork*.
* 10 posters will be selected to be featured in SWMD's 2025-2026 school-year calendar.

e All posters must represent a recycling theme. Be creative!

e Students are required to do the artwork independently.

e All copyrights must be observed. (Avoid placing specific brand names or another
artwork in posters—it must be original)

e Any written messages on a poster should be brief and in good taste.

e Each file submitted must be labeled as follows:
1) Student’'s Name 2)Grade 3)Homeroom Teacher 4)School

e Limit one entry per homeroom.
